In his book The Shattered Lantern: Rediscovering a Felt Presence of God- Ronald
Rolheiser talks about receptivity and gratitude—very pertinent to Our Year of THE

To be a saint is to be motivated by gratitude, nothing more and nothing LA NTERN

less... Gratitude is the root of all virtue. And we ask how do we live that in

our daily lives? He recounts a true story of man in Africa on a hunting

excursion who leaves camp on his own early one morning and unexpectedly
bags several wild cranes. On his return to camp he is very uneasy, sensing
that he is being followed and eventually stops and sees in the distance behind
him a young boy, obviously starving. In response to the young boy’s need,

he puts down the cranes and beckons for him to pick them up. The young

boy runs up to the birds but inexplicably does not pick them up, seeming to
be asking for something. The man keeps unsuccessfully trying to make him
understand that he should pick up the birds. Eventually, the boy backs
away from the birds and stretches out his hands waiting, until the man
realizes what’s going on and places the birds in his hands. The boy, despite
hunger, fear and intense need, refused to take the birds; he waited until they
were given to him. (The moral of the tale?) To be a saint is never to take

anything as owed, but to receive everything as a gift.

Rolheiser goes on to say that gratitude, like all virtues, is the result of
discipline. It could be expressed thus—count your blessings. To become
grateful he says, one must practice the “asceticism” of joy. The greatest
compliment one can offer the giver of a gift is to thoroughly delight in [the]
gift. We owe it to our creator to delight in the gift of life and creation. The
first exercise we must do...is to work at receiving everything—life, food,
drink, sexuality, beauty (everything) as a gift. Becoming a more grateful
person is the first and the most important step in overcoming the practical
atheism that besets our everyday lives. To the extent that we take life for
granted we will never see the Giver behind the gift. But once we stop taking

life for granted we will begin to feel it as a gift from God.

Let us come before him with thanksgiving
and extol him with music and song.

The atmosphere in Haiti is still very troubling. The government, what
remains, is not stable, inflation skyrockets, civil unrest, robbery and
kidnappings are still occurring much too frequently. Our brothers and

sisters in Mirebalais need our help more than ever!

Haiti Outreach Mission, the parent organization of our Haiti Outreach, has
not been able to travel to Mirebalais since 2018 but we are keeping in touch
with Fr. Jean Alphonse of St. Pierre Anglican Church and Fr. Romel
Eustache of St. Louis Catholic church in Mirebalais.

Maintaining the water purification system that supplies clean drinking water
at a fraction of the cost of other suppliers is imperative for the health of the
people of Mirebalais. This month HOM sent $1,687 for water system testing
and repairs. We also sent $3,000 to Fr. Romel for his Food and Rent

programs,

The Medical/Dental Clinic notified us that the compressor of the dental
instruments was no longer working which meant that our dentist was only
able to do extractions. The generator for the clinic was also breaking down
frequently. The clinic is dependent on the generator because consistent
electrical power is nonexistent. The interior and exterior of the building was
also in desperate need of painting. HOM sent $8,500 to replace the generator
and compressor, which they were able to obtain locally, and to paint the

clinic.

We have been trying to find a way to get medications delivered to the clinic.
The only shipping arrangements available are for the priest and physician to
go to the customs office at the Port-au-Prince Airport. This is not a safe trip.
They found a source of medications locally and were able to purchase them,
at a much higher price than we would have paid in the US. HOM will send
$6,000 this month to pay for the medication.

Lastly, we mourn the death of Dr. Paul Farmer, (see photo on next page)
founder of Partners in Health in Haiti. His work with the impoverished
around the world cannot be overestimated. His untimely passing leaves a
huge hole in the worlds of medicine and public health. I urge you to watch
Bending the Arc (available on Netflix) a beautiful film about his work with

people around the world.

Thank you for supporting St. David’s work in Haiti.

We are starting a new project that will help the homeless AND help our
environment at the same time! I hope that you can help us.

We are collecting clean, used plastic bags—the kind you get at the grocery store,
Target etc. We then fold and cut the bags into loops, slip knot the loops together
and wind it into a large ball—we have just created a ball of PLARN (plastic
yarn).

We will give our plarn balls to a Women’s Group at St. John Armenian Church
who are also working on this project. They will then be delivered to Motor City
Mitten Mission where the plarn will be crocheted into sleeping mats for the
homeless. The mats provide a bit of comfort for those who are sleeping on the
streets, and it gives a secondary use for those plastic bags.

We are looking for help in making the plarn. Each plarn ball is 20 bags and each
mat requires about 38 balls —that’s 720 bags!!

I have the bags and I have scissors plus directions. This is a simple project that
can be done at home in front of the TV and benefit the homeless and our

environment at the same time (it also keeps my hands busy and out of the M &
M’s)!

I am starting a group which will meet at church, share a cup of coffee and
fellowship while we create PLARN.

Would you help us? I can deliver materials to your home and give you a
demonstration if you would like. I will also have materials available at church.
